HARD ACES winning the Louisiana Handicap
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Lighten up. Aware
of the beauty in

the business, thor-
oughbred breeder
Steve Holliday is a
man that stays in
touch with his inner
fool. 

With children and
grandchildren in atten-
dance, Holliday’s farm
in Folsom, Louisiana is
a family run operation
on a glide path of ease
and contentment. In
Holliday’s view, less is
more. “We keep three
or four mares at any
one time,” the 67-year-
old Holliday explains.
“Raising these little
babies keeps you busy
and you never get tired
of watching personali-
ties and how they inter-
act with one another.
It’s just fascinating to
see how they learn and play with
each other. That’s the part I love
the most.”

Holliday’s attitude is bullet
proof when it comes to resiliency.
“You just hang on and do the best

with the limited resources that you
have,” Holliday, who calls himself
a “Yankee” since he lives north of
New Orleans, says. “In a small
operation like ours, if you make an
error in judgment, which every-

body does, it certainly
has more impact than if
you were running a
large scale operation.
We don’t have deep
pockets to fall back on;
plus my limited mental
capacity means we
have to keep mistakes
to minimum.”  

Gut level. Holliday
entered the horse
breeding arena on
impulse. There was no
business plan or mar-
keting strategy. “It was
just something I want-
ed to do. Like an itch
that needed to be
scratched,” Holliday
remembers. “I certain-
ly didn’t do it for the
money. I discovered
quickly that it is not an
easy game and it can
be humbling.”

Vulnerability has
been the core center of Holliday’s
quiet success. “The biggest thing I
have learned over the years is how
much you don’t really know,” he
admits. On a daily basis you learn
and you learn and something comes

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up that you haven’t heard before. I
remember the first time I heard the
word “Beyer” I thought it referred
to someone that wanted to purchase
a horse.”  

Doing more with less has
become a Holliday trademark.
Back in the early 80’s Undercover
Lover, the first horse that Holliday
bred won the Rainbow Stakes at
Louisiana Downs and the Shine
Young Futurity at Evangeline
Downs. Some personal setbacks
kept Holliday out of the game for a
long dry run but he returned to his
passion in 2011.

Welcome back to the winner’s
circle. On December 9th, Town and
Country Racing’s filly My Miss
Chiff (bred by Steve Holliday) won
the $100,000 Louisiana Champions
Day Ladies Sprint. A winner of
four of six starts (her two losses
coming in open company graded
stakes), My Miss Chiff showed a
combination of aggression and

poise in her daylight victory. 
Getting to the race track that day

was touch and go for Holliday. A
rare winter storm had blanketed his
44 acre farm with six inches of
snow. Power lines, sagging with
fallen tree limbs interrupted elec-
tricity. Black ice on the country
roads was a threat to driving safety.
Holliday’s son-in-law and grand-
son convinced him to make the trip.
“It was a mess trying to get away

from the farm but winning a stakes
was a long overdue enjoyment,”
Holliday explains.   

Huddled close together from the
cold wind they watched the
Louisiana Champions Day Ladies
Sprint outside on the top step of the
grandstand near the finish line. “I
saw her coming,” Holliday recalls
of the race. “I’ve learned over the
years to just kind of watch what
happens but my grandson was
overwhelmed. It really is a thrill
watching one that you have raised
and watch them develop and come
to that point where they win.”

In a small operation you don’t
get lost in the numbers. Holliday is
present and available at the birthing
of all his babies on the farm.
“Family members come out as
onlookers but I’m the night watch-
man, the groom and the stall clean-
er,” the 67-year-old Holliday says
with a smile. “My wife Beverly
brings me coffee.”

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Like glancing through a family
photo album, Holliday reflects on
My Miss Chiff as a baby. “She was
a super nice looking filly with a
sweet temperament,” he remem-
bers. “I love to put my hands on
these foals and rub on them and she
was one baby that loved the atten-
tion and having the top of her rump
rubbed. She would stand there and
lean up against you. Bend over,
stoop, do anything to get closer.
When I would go in the stall she
would wheel around like she was
going to kick but what she was real-
ly doing was backing up so you
could scratch her.”

Terms of endearment. As a year-
ling, My Miss Chiff liked to lie out
on the pasture grass with her head
resting on the flanks of another Into
Mischief baby. It was nap time and
if Holliday’s grand-children were
at the farm they went out in the
field to lay down with the two hors-
es. “They looked like a bunch of lit-
tle teddy bears,” Holliday says with
a laugh. “Resting their heads on
each other like a pillow.” 

It is the scale of a small opera-
tion that affords Holliday the
opportunity to personalize with
individual horses. “No question
about it, on a larger farm you don’t
get that kind of intimacy,” he says.
“I am always out in the paddocks
watching them play and being
around them on a daily basis. I love
to go out there and pet them and
brush them. When you do little
things like pick their feet it gets
them accustomed to being handled
and comfortable with people. Gives
them a chance to trust people and
not be wild.” 

The plants, trees, shrubs and

flowers sold at Holliday’s Nursery
have been the sustainable source of
income for Holliday for over 40
years. Outside interests or distrac-
tions are minimal. Back surgery
diluted his interest in golf. Between
operating the plant nursery and the
breeding farm there are few
detours. “My involvement in sports
is limited to throwing the football
around with my grandsons,” he
says. “Seems like the older I get the
more interest I have in developing
horses.”    

Holliday’s broodmare Carl’s
Frosty Girl (mother of My Miss
Chiff) has proven to be the princi-
pal asset in the development of
quality runners. “What a stroke of
good luck she has been for us,”
Holliday explains. “We stumbled
upon her. She was a solid, stakes
winning mare. She doesn’t have
stylish pedigree but everything she
produces can run.” 

Holliday’s positive mood and
relaxed attitude is a good personal-
ity fit that serves him well in a busi-
ness that is fraught with occasional
heartache and disappointment. He
relies on an odd ally for motivation
and encouragement. “The uncer-
tainty of the game keeps me on my
toes,” Holliday says. “You don’t
know in this business when things
are going to get better or worse.
You just have to go along with the
flow. To paraphrase Forrest Gump,
breeding horses is like a box of
chocolates. You never know what
you are going to get. That might
just be what keeps us all going.”

Pain first, pleasure second. The
challenge of facing problems is
Holliday’s adrenalin that keeps him
active and engaged. “I don’t know

about others but, for me, that aspect
of thinking through problems is
certainly exciting. You are on a
steady learning curve, thinking
about something. What is about
some horse, some mare, some pedi-
gree match that you don’t know?” 

Seeking the advice of a tight net-
work of peers and competent pro-
fessionals has been crucial to
Holliday maintaining balance in the
thoroughbred breeding business.
“Good friends help you out a lot,”
Holliday admits. “Tom and Chrisie
Early are a constant source of help.
Michelle LaVoice and Val Murrell
at Clear Creek are a wealth of
knowledge and always willing to
help. Danny and Donna Brown
have been real good to us. One day,
out of the blue, Royal Kraft offered
the use of his nurse mare when we
had a one day old foal that had lost
its mother. You don’t forget stuff
like that.”

“Life is hard enough not to have
good friends around you,” Holliday
continues. “If there was a race
when all four of us were in the
same race I would wish that we run
1-2-3-4 and it wouldn’t make any
difference to me who won.”

Setting goals, organizational
charts and mission statements are
not part of the Holliday business
profile. Being present in the day-to-
day flow of things is his core
nature. “In this game you wait in
hope and anticipation for the big
horse,” Holliday says. “The realis-
tic odds certainly don’t favor you
getting a John Henry or a
California Chrome or anything like
that but you just never know. You
keep showing up. Pay your money
and take your chances.”

breeding, it was
only a matter of
time before
Louisiana acquired
a son of his to add
to the state's stal-
lion roster. With
Iron Fist's retire-
ment to Whispering
Oaks Farm, the
Pelican State is
now getting its first
opportunity to
breed to what is
likely to be a popu-
lar sire line.

In Iron Fist,
Whispering Oaks
has secured a horse who has much to recommend him
in terms of conformation, racing performance and
pedigree. Bred by Gainesway Farm, the elegant, cor-
rect gray sold for $1.55 million to Regis Farms and
Stonestreet Stables at the 2013 Keeneland September
yearling sale, fetching the highest price of any Tapit
yearling sold at public auction that year.

The handsome colt soon showed he had talent to go
along with his looks. He first flashed his ability in the
2014 Del Mar Futurity (G1) as a 2-year-old, running
third behind eventual Triple Crown winner American
Pharoah and Grade 1-placed Grade 3 winner
Calculator. At 3, he was second to multiple Grade 1
winner Frosted in the Pennsylvania Derby (G2), a race
that earned Frosted his highest speed figures of the
year, and third to multiple Grade 1 winner Dortmund
in the Native Diver Stakes (G3).

Iron Fist continued to show graded-level ability at 4,
failing by just half a length to hold off multiple graded

stakes winner
Tom's Ready in the
Ack Ack Stakes
(G3). After being
sold privately to
Whispering Oaks
following third-
place runs in the
2017 New Orleans
Handicap (G2) and
Steve Sexton Mile
Stakes (G3), Iron
Fist finally secured
a graded win in the
2017 Prairie
M e a d o w s
C o r n h u s k e r
Handicap (G3),
defeating multiple
Grade 3 winner
Texas Chrome.
Iron Fist's four

other stakes victories in 2017 included the Evangeline
Mile, and he was a respectable fifth in the Breeders'
Cup Dirt Mile (G1), finishing ahead of Grade 1 win-
ners Mor Spirit and Cupid and multiple Grade 2 win-
ners Giant Expectations and Accelerate. The horse
retired having won nine of 24 starts, placed in another
nine races and earned $1,104,199. Essentially a fine
miler, he could stretch his speed over nine furlongs.

Iron Fist's pedigree is equally solid if not more so.
As a son of three-time champion sire Tapit, he is a
member of the powerful A.P. Indy sire line that has
worked so well with both the Storm Cat and Mr.
Prospector lines—both popular in Louisiana. Tapit
himself was not the luckiest of horses during his brief
racing career, falling prey to a lung infection that com-
promised his sophomore season, but still had the abil-
ity even when not fully fit to win the historic Wood
Memorial Stakes (G1). He has since shown the ability
to pass on the stamina that performance suggested, his

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progeny including three
of the last four Belmont
Stakes (G1) winners.
Nonetheless, he is a ver-
satile stallion who also
has champion juveniles
Stardom Bound and
Hansen to his credit, and
Hansen and another
young Tapit son with
miler speed, Tapizar,
have both shown promise
as sires with their first
crops.

Iron Fist's dam
Successful Outlook was a
talented juvenile, winning
the 2006 Tempted Stakes (G3) and running third in the
Demoiselle Stakes (G2) in a brief three-race career.
She has been even more successful as a broodmare,
producing 2014 Test Stakes (G1) winner Sweet Lulu
(by Mr. Greeley) and 2016 Kelso Handicap (G2) win-
ner Anchor Down, a Grade 1-placed full brother to
Iron Fist who stood his first season at Gainesway Farm
in 2017.

Successful Outlook is a daughter of 2002 champion
sprinter Orientate, a horse who possessed blazing
speed but could stretch it out over an extended mile.
He is a son of another top sprinter in Mt. Livermore,
one of the best sire sons of two-time French champion
and first-rate sire Blushing Groom. More speed comes
into the pedigree via Successful Outlook's broodmare
sire Gulch, the champion sprinter of 1988 but, like Iron
Fist, a crack miler who could stretch his speed out—in
Gulch's case, well enough to place in the Belmont
Stakes (G1). One of the soundest and toughest of Mr.
Prospector's sons, Gulch also is a likely contributor to
Iron Fist's own admirable durability.

Catch a Glimpse, the dam of Successful Outlook,
was Group 1-placed in Ireland as a juvenile, and her
dam Spring to Light is a Group 3-placed daughter of

the aforementioned
Blushing Groom, who
earned one of his two
championships as a juve-
nile. Given the concentra-
tion of precocious speed
on the distaff side of Iron
Fist's pedigree, there
seems little reason to
doubt that he will be able
to get 2-year-old winners,
but his own racing perfor-
mance suggests that his
runners will train on as
well, always a desirable
trait. With any luck, he
will also pass on the

sound mind and determination that helped make him a
consistent, hard-trying runner throughout his career.

Beautifully balanced, athletic and possessing a well-
sloped shoulder and strong hip, Iron Fist should be an
excellent choice for mares needing a bit of refinement
and leg put into their foals. He may work well with
mares tracing to Storm Cat, who is absent from his
own pedigree but has formed a favorable cross with
sons and grandsons of A.P. Indy. Line breeding to Mr.
Prospector has been a highly profitable strategy with
Tapit himself, and mares by Carson City or his sons
may make a particularly intriguing cross, adding line
breeding to Blushing Groom and Nijinsky II to the
mix. Another Mr. Prospector line worth considering
when selecting mates for Iron Fist may be that of Gone
West, whose son Mr. Greeley sired Iron Fist's Grade 1-
winning half sister Sweet Lulu.

Iron Fist will stand the 2018 season at an advertised
introductory fee of $6,500 live foal, highest among the
state's new sires. By Louisiana standards, that's expen-
sive—only Star Guitar, at $7,500, has a higher adver-
tised fee—but if Iron Fist can consistently pass on the
quality he himself has, that may prove a bargain.

You had to see it to believe it. You had to be there.
The opening stages of the Classic played out in

predictable fashion. Under jockey Diego Saez,
Tigertail Farm’s Mobile Bay collected himself away
from the gate then went on the offensive around the
first turn. Under no pressure from his pursuers, the 5-
year-old Mobile Bay, fresh and eager from a 10 month
layoff, broke contact with the field down the backside.
Attempting to seal the deal, favorite Mobile Bay
looked every bit the easy winner with a three length
lead around the far turn. It was clear and obvious that

Mobile Bay, who had won last year’s renewal of the
Classic was on his way to repeat.

Never a dull moment. A sudden surprise in the
form of William Deckwa Jr and John Carbo’s Grande
Basin cut inside at the quarter-pole and engaged the
leader. A furious stride for stride battle of will power
ensued that lasted to the finish line. Not to be denied,
Mobile Bay refused to fold and won by a last jump
“nose” on the wire.

“I really think this is what people come to the races
for,” owner/breeder Irwin Olian explained. “They

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want to see exciting races like this
one. Good competition and tight
finishes are something to remem-
ber. He was beat but somehow he
came back. Look back in his form
and you will find several races
where he came back. He loves his
job. He travels well and doesn’t
care where he runs.”

A calm jockey Saenz offered
his assessment of the narrow vic-
tory, “Today he was a little

aggressive from being away so
long. He was rocking out there on
the front. That last 100 yards
proved that he’s all game.”

Trained by Victor Arceneaux,
the Louisiana-bred Mobile Bay
travels like a gypsy. The entire son
of Lone Star Special—Tranquility
Bay, by Out of Peace has run at 9
different tracks in his 26 race
career. A perfect two-for-two in
2017, the Classic was Mobile

Bay’s 11th win and is a multiple
stakes winner against open compa-
ny. The victory in the Classic was
accomplished in final time of
1:51.95 for the nine furlongs and
pushed his lifetime earnings to
$1,096,440.

Lingering in the excited warmth
of the winner’s circle,
owner/breeder of Tigertail Ranch
came back for the last word.
“What gets overlooked about this
horse is his intelligence,” Olian
said. “He has had a few setbacks
along the way but he knows how
to take care of himself and when
he breaks he is a tough cookie to
beat.”

In any sport, hobby or business
endeavor, enthusiasm can be

contagious and owner/breeder
Evelyn Benoit knows how to bring
it. The uncontained enjoyment of
Benoit was on display after the
running of the $100,000 Louisiana
Champions Day Lassie when her
2-year-old Star Guitar filly Minit
to Stardom played with the field

while galloping off to a 7-1/4
length victory. 

“We have Star Guitar babies
running all over the country now,”
Benoit, who seems more excited
as a breeder than an owner,
explained. “I’m out there buying
the best mares I can find to breed
to Star Guitar. I want to give him
that perfect opportunity for suc-

cess.”
Trained by Al Stall, Jr. and

guided with confidence by jockey
Colby Hernandez, Minit to
Stardom attended the early pace
while third on the outside before
taking the lead on the far turn. In
hand, the bay daughter of Star
Guitar edged clear in upper
stretch. “She is a very nice and
smart filly,” Hernandez said. “Not
the kind you have to push and
shove around. She will do any-
thing you ask her to but I didn’t
have to ask too much.” 

The stamp of superiority. The
Louisiana Champions Day Lassie
was Minit to Stardom’s first stakes
victory in only her second career
start and both were by large mar-
gins.

Making Daddy proud, the hand-
some bay daughter of Star Guitar
pulled away with ease from the
furlong grounds to the finish.

trained by Brad Cox and ridden by
Shaun Bridgmohan turned the
tables on his rival Fort Pulaski
with a come from behind win in
the $100,000 Louisiana
Champions Day Turf. 

Making his second start off a

saved ground on the rail around
the first turn then settled toward
the rear in a strung out field.
Approaching the far turn, the 4-
year-old Extra Credit began to
make steady progress into a mod-
erate pace.

Assistant trainer to Brad Cox,
Rickie Giannnani unsaddled the
winner. “The pace was a little
faster than last time, which helped
set it up for her,” Giannani
explained.

breeder Steve Holliday, whose
farm is in Folsom, Louisiana, the
$100,000 Louisiana Champions
Day Ladies Sprint was an enjoy-

able reunion with the sport of thor-
oughbred racing. 

With a spotless three-for-three
record at Fair Grounds, Town and
Country Racing’s My Miss Chiff
threw in a push button, power

house performance to win the six
furlong dash by ¾ length.

“She is simply the sweetest
thing you ever want to be around
in your life,” said Holliday. “She
keeps a pleasant and kind disposi-
tion. In the paddock she let me go
in and give her a pat on the rear
end. She looked super today. Ever
since she was born she just seems
to be getting better with each
race.”

Jockey Mitchell Murrill guided
the bay daughter of Into
Mischief—Carl’s Frosty Girl, by
Pulling Punches through a trouble
free trip. Settled in third down the
backside, My Miss Chief rolled
three wide on the turn, kicked
clear while passing the 1/8th pole
and protected her lead to the wire. 

Back in the game after a long
absence, breeder Holliday contin-
ued to relish the experience. “I’ve
always wanted to get back into
racing and a stakes win like this
feels really good.”

My Miss Chiff has now won
four of six starts in her career. Her
two losses were in Grade 3 events
at Pimlico and Keeneland. On a
track labeled as “good” her final
time for the Ladies Sprint was
1:11.45. “She is very aggressive,”
trainer Al Stall, Jr. described of
her attitude at the barn and on the
race track. “She likes her job on a
daily basis.”

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This year marks a golden milestone for the
Louisiana Thoroughbred Breeders’ Association’s

broad incentives program. For 50 years Thoroughbreds
have benefited from lucrative breeders’ awards and
purse supplements while developing into very compet-
itive, durable runners capable of winning at the highest
level in the nation. 

Such incentives—the most rewarding gleaned from
video poker and slot-machine revenue--have seen
Louisiana’s Thoroughbred industry grow from just
over 140 registered foals in the early 1960s to be the
foremost breeding state in the Southwest region and
one of the nation’s top five breeding states. 

A robust and large agribusiness, Louisiana’s
Thoroughbred racing industry drives a $1.1-billion
economic impact for the state and employs more than
nearly 13,000 with nearly $13.8 million in earnings
annually. The state received more than $64 million in
taxes directly from the horse industry during the fiscal
year ended June 30, 2016, and more than $73 million
when taxes generated indirectly, according to an 2016
economic impact study by Lewis, Terrell and
Associates for the Louisiana Thoroughbred industry.

“Our program was set up through the wisdom of our
legislators and the people running the breed organiza-
tion,” said LTBA executive director Roger Heitzmann.
“They were aware that the breeding program in the
state is a way of life for people here in Louisiana. Each
time a new form of gaming came in they made sure our
industry was protected.”

Heitzmann pointed out that years ago Louisiana-
breds weren’t considered formidable opponents out-
side of the state, but that has changed thanks to the
LTBA’s incentives program. 

“That’s different in today’s world,” he said, noting

that breeders’ awards have helped breeders improve
their stock and thus build a better racehorse.
“Louisiana-breds are winning grade I races now when
it never happened before.”

A key indicator in the Thoroughbred breeding
industry is the number of mares bred each year. In

2007, prior to the 2008 global financial crisis and a
precipitous drop in oil prices, Louisiana enjoyed boom
times when more than 4,100 mares were bred, the
highest number ever in the state. But like many of the
world’s industries, however, the Thoroughbred busi-
ness across the U.S. has not returned to the pre-crash
levels it once enjoyed, including Louisiana, but the
state still maintains a prominent ranking. In 2016, there
were 1,453 mares bred in Louisiana to rank fifth in the
nation. There were 120 stallions at stud.

For well over a decade Louisianan has positioned
itself as a top breeding center. In 2010, the state was
second to only Kentucky in terms of mares bred, best-
ing Florida, California, and Pennsylvania in third,
fourth, and fifth, respectively, according to the Jockey
Club’s Report of Mares Bred.

Louisiana’s breeder awards and purse supplements
soared from just over $2.1 million in 2001 to
$23,310,858 in 2016, according LTBA figures.

Incentives Drive State’s Billion-Dollar Thoroughbred Busines

Many people think of the state’s

Thoroughbred business as just a gambling

business, but they couldn’t be more wrong.

Really it’s much, much more than that. It’s

an agribusiness.
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Stallion award payouts have risen from $234,000 ten
years ago to $900,000 in 2016. While expanded gam-
ing via video poker that was legalized in 1991 benefit-
ing purses, the swift climb in incentives and purse sup-
plements was ignited with the advent of slot-machine
gaming at the state’s four racetracks, starting with
Delta Downs in 2002, followed by Louisiana Downs
and Evangeline Downs each in 2003, and Fair Grounds
in 2007.

“Our program is the one of the best, if not the best,
in the country,” Heitzmann said. “The incentives have
expanded the Louisiana-bred horse so that it is not just
a mom and pop business anymore. But, really, it’s not

so much a business as it is a way of life. People in
Louisiana have done this forever.” 

Louisiana has been a hub of racing and breeding for
nearly 200 years. The earliest formal racing in state
started in 1820 with a private racecourse built by
Francois de Livaudais on his plantation in what is now
New Orleans’ Garden District. South central Louisiana
also is famous for its time-honored informal racing. 

By the 1930s, three public tracks had opened in the
New Orleans area and by the 1850s five tracks were
operating. Perhaps the greatest of Louisiana’s antebel-
lum Thoroughbreds was Lecomte, who raced in the
1850s and most notably defeated the great horse
Lexington in a nationally acclaimed match race in
1854 at Metairie Racecourse in the Crescent City.
Lecomte’s dam, the great racemare Reel, is one of the
most important broodmares of the 1800s, 

The Louisiana Thoroughbred was held in high
regard prior to the Civil War and when Federal troops
sacked numerous plantations 1862 many horses were

confiscated, sold, and shipped north with the idea their
regal bloodlines would improve Northern stock. 

While racing in New Orleans continued through the
war, sometimes with only cavalry horses pitted against
each other at what is now Fair Grounds, the state’s
breeding industry was devastated for 100 years. But
with the vision and purpose of the state’s breeders and
lawmakers, the industry made its first significant steps
toward rebuilding in the 1960s.   

If any one person in Louisiana personifies its
Thoroughbred industry, it would be Tom Early, an
LTBA board member who formerly served as the
group’s secretary-treasurer and chief executive officer
from 1985-2012.

After joining the LTBA in the early 1970s, Early
saw the implementation off-tracking betting in
Louisiana in 1987, the formation of the group's sales
company in 1988, the arrival of video poker in 1991,
and the passage of slots legislation in 1998. 

“The first thing the breeders had, they created the
Breeders Fund (in 1969), which could be used to pay
breeders awards or purse supplements,” Early recalled
about the state’s incentives program in its infancy.
“When I first started working there in 1974 we used to
supplement some purses with that—not very much—
but most of it was used for breeders awards.” 

The funding for those breeders award came from
taxes on the pari-mutuel handle, he said, adding the
awards sparked a lot of interest in the fledgling pro-
gram.

“This was before off-track betting, video poker, or
Internet gambling, casinos—all that that now generates
money for the purses supplements. 

Early said many people think of the state’s
Thoroughbred business as just a gambling business,
but they couldn’t be more wrong. 

“Really it’s much, much more than that. It’s an
agribusiness,” he said, noting that it was hard hit by the
drop in oil prices but buoyed by the breeders’ awards
and purse supplements. 

“Most of the people who get in this business do so
after their kids are grown and they have discretionary
income that they can buy a racehorse with or buy a
broodmare. The incentives make the program lucrative
enough where someone would want to get in this busi-
ness. It’s also lucrative enough to keep people in the
business when they might otherwise be out.”

Harry Benoit, a Beaux Bridge-based Thoroughbred
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owner for 50 years and a lobbyist for about 20 years,
served three terms in the state House of
Representatives and now represents the LTBA in
Baton Rouge when the legislature is in session. 

In the past 30 years, Benoit reckons he’s handled

just about every bill for the racing and breeding indus-
try.

“When I was in the legislature I helped Louisiana
Champions Day, simulcasting, off-track betting, video
poker, getting money from the video poker machines
for the HBPA and for the LTBA, all the horsemen,” he
said.

“Sometimes the incoming legislators don’t really
look at horse racing as an industry, Benoit said.
“We’ve got to educate them and it’s very difficult; we
have term limits. Before you can get any kind of a feel
for how some legislators think they’re gone. They can
serve three four-year terms.

Benoit is quick to let lawmakers know how impor-
tant the Thoroughbred business is to the state and
points out the ripple effect on the economy generated
by the number of people that can be involved with just
one horse.

“Each horse has an owner a trainer, an exercise
rider, a groom, a blacksmith, a veterinarian, a jockey,
a jockey’s agent. Then you have your suppliers of feed,
and if the owner has to travel anywhere to go to the
races, they’re going to have to spend money on gas,
food. It affects restaurants, service stations; they need
to buy trucks and trailers to haul horses. When the leg-
islators look at it like that, they realize that, yes, it is a
business.  

During each legislative session for the last decade or
so, bills have come up seeking to reduce or eliminate
funds for the breeders’ incentives and purse supple-
ments as lawmakers try to balance the budgets and a
make cuts, but Benoit and those working for the breed-
ers’ interests have worked hard at making their case for

the Thoroughbreds and seeing that the incentives pro-
gram is preserved. Prior to this year’s legislative ses-
sion, there have yet to be any measures pre-filed that
jeopardize incentives.

The LTBA has a great friend and ally in Louisiana’s
Commissioner of Agriculture, Mike Strain, a former
state legislator who realizes the great impact the horse
business has on the state’s economy.

“What we normally talk about is a billion-dollar-
plus industry directly, and then when it circles through
the economy, it’s  $4- or $5 billion to the overall econ-
omy,” said Strain, a large animal veterinarian and
equine practitioner who has worked with breeding
farms in Folsom and Covington. 

Strain emphasized the importance of putting
Louisiana’s gambling dollars back into its equine
industry. The horse is one of Louisiana’s top 10 com-
modities.

“That’s very, very critical. If you have a Louisiana-
bred horse, those breeders’ awards are substantial,”
said Strain, noting the incentives attract interest from
other states, including Kentucky breeders who send
mares to be bred in Louisiana so they will have a
Louisiana-bred to qualify for those purse supplements. 

Strain pointed out that Louisiana’s climate and pas-
tureland is good for raising horses. 

“If you talk about Folsom, Louisiana, our rich allu-
vial soils, our pastures have a great deal of minerals in
them and are very nutritious. We have a very good cli-
mate as well. When you talk about an area to raise
horses, Louisiana is just beautiful. We have everything
from the flat lands towards the western part of the state
to the rolling hills of Folsom. Our climate is very tem-
perate. It’s an excellent place to have horse farms.”

Strain said the bottom line is the breeders’ awards
and purse supplements must be maintained to keep the
state’s Thoroughbred industry viable.

“If you take that revenue away, which we (the state)
agreed to put there in turn for having slot machines at
the racetrack and off-track betting; that was the bar-
gain. If you take away the money, the equine industry
will be hurt tremendously. 

“There’s always an effort by a few to raid that
money to divert it to other things, but it’s a symbiotic
relationship. One doesn’t exit without the other. If we
do it right we will continue to have a strong and vibrant
equine economy.”

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Rogue. Tough horse. Poseidon’s
Tsunami, aptly named after the

god of the sea and a seismic wave,
was branded as a difficult horse on
the racetrack. Without warning his
wheel-and-spin antics sent exercise
riders airborne, grabbing for reins
and leather, as the plucky bay horse
scampered away with irons flailing.
Lou i s i ana -b red  Pose idon’ s
Tsunami certainly did not seem like
a horse that was capable of much

more than causing exercise riders
to hit the dirt. He hadn’t shown
much ability in his lone start and
was quickly gaining a reputation as
a horse nobody wanted to ride.

“He was labeled as a bad apple,”
said Nicole Navarro, an owner and
trainer who rehabilitates off track
Thoroughbreds in Opelousas.
“Without warning he would wheel
and spin, dropping a shoulder, and
off the rider would go. It got to the

point that nobody wanted to ride
him. He was also a bad bleeder who
bled through Lasix. His future as a
racehorse was bleak, so he was
offered to me as a project horse.
Who would have believed at that
time that he was going to be com-
peting in a national horse show in
Kentucky within just a few
months?”

Maybe Poseidon’s Tsunami was
just a little misunderstood.

Louisiana bred Poseidon’s Tsunami has found success as a hunter-jumper that eluded him as a racehorse,
thanks to the training of Nicole Navarro and her daughter Sarah Rouse. 
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“He didn’t like galloping over
flexed and became panicky because
he couldn’t breathe,” Navarro con-
tinued. “When he was ridden on a
loose rein, and allowed to stretch
his neck out he was a totally differ-
ent horse; agreeable, smart and
easy to train. The transformation
was incredible. He just didn’t like
the way he was being ridden. He
was a beautiful mover, with a great
natural extension at the trot and a
floaty gallop. I began to think that
he might have a future as a show
horse.” 

Navarro’s daughter Sarah
Rouse, aged 16, wasn’t so sure at
first. She figured that he would be
another project horse whom she
would ride, train and rehome as she
and her mother had done so many
times before. Basically, just anoth-
er horse.

“He was this little, very muscu-
lar guy who was chilled but
spunky,” said Sarah. “I had planned
on selling him within six months of
getting him—a project and nothing
more. He had this massive stride
for such a small horse, but still we
originally thought he would be
more like a lesson horse because he
wasn’t anything special at the
time.”

The plain little bay with the big,
round rump of a Quarter Horse was
renamed Noah. It wasn’t long
before his talents became apparent
to his well-seasoned rider Sarah.

“Baby Noah was only three
years old when we got him,” Sarah
explained, “so I didn’t jump him

until April 2017. We had plenty of
time to figure each other out. I fig-
ured out how to move his hips and
shoulders with mine, and his
favorite thing was to stretch down
really deep with his neck at the
walk, trot and canter. We worked
on shortening and lengthening his
stride with my seat, and began con-
trolling his step without touching
his mouth. Once we started work-
ing on his dressage, his talent grad-
ually began to show more and
more. I thought he was going to be
a workmanlike horse but he really
does love attention and people.”

In addition to his talent in dres-
sage, Noah proved to be a prodigy
over fences in the hunter ring.

“He first showed over fences in
June in the green horse and 2’3
hunter classes,” said Sarah. “He
was so talented over fences. I really
felt like he was something special.
He showed a few more times and
actually showed over 2’6 well.
Noah was progressing so quickly
that he really blossomed as a show
horse who exceled in multiple dis-
ciplines.”

Nicole discovered that there was
a national competition for off track
Thoroughbreds where Noah and
Sarah could showcase their talents.
The Thoroughbred Makeover and
National Symposium, sponsored by
Thoroughbred Charities of
America, was created by the
Retired Racehorse Project, a 501(c)
3 charity, to raise national aware-
ness to the trainability and talent of
off-track Thoroughbreds. The show

was to be held at the Kentucky
Horse Park in Lexington on
October 5-8, 2017. The inaugural
venue was held in 2015.

“I really hadn’t heard much
about it,” Nicole said. “Yet when I
learned exactly what it was it
seemed like a perfect place for
Noah and Sarah to show, and a
great adventure for all of us so we
decided to make the trip to
Kentucky.”

Three-hundred and thirty-five
off-track Thoroughbreds, each with
ten months or less of retraining,
competed in ten different disci-
plines for a percentage of the
$100,000 in prize money and a
chance to be crowned as America’s
Most Wanted Thoroughbred.
Professional trainers, amateurs, and
young riders came from all corners
of the United States to compete in
an off-track Thoroughbred-only
venue created to inspire their tran-
sition into second careers and
increasing their value and demand
as show horses. There were five
participants from Louisiana includ-
ing Emily McAfee, Gypsy Morill,
Morgan Vaughan, and Lynn Quast

“This was a brilliant idea,” said
Nicole with enthusiasm. “The off-
track Thoroughbred has so much to
give. There are so many talented
horses with great careers ahead of
them. The market for the off-track
Thoroughbred, and non-racing
Thoroughbreds in general, has just
bottomed out nationwide. This
national competition provides a
showcase for Thoroughbreds to

show their talents in a multitude of
different disciplines… from all the
English riding forms to western.
Hopefully this event will help to
increase the demand and price for a
well-trained Thoroughbred.”

Ten competitive disciplines are
offered at the Makeover: barrel rac-
ing, competitive trail, dressage,
eventing, field hunters, polo, ranch
work, show hunters, show jumpers,
and freestyle (a free-form division
to demonstrate skills of the train-
er’s choice). A horse may be
entered in up to two disciplines.

“Noah, shown as Noah’s Ark,
competed in hunters and dressage,”
said Sarah. “We finished in the
middle of our divisions of ten riders
each, which was pretty spectacular.
All the venues in the indoor (arena)
were so cool. There were so many
people from so many places, and it
was interesting to see how differ-
ently everyone trains and takes care
of their horses.

“Everyone is so friendly, profes-
sionals and amateurs alike,” Sarah
continued. “It is amazing that so
many different types of people
come together because of a breed…
Thoroughbreds. There is so much
more to the off-track
Thoroughbred, they have so much
heart and can do anything that is
asked of them. I don’t plan on train-
ing them for the money or the sta-
tus. I want to do it because of my
love for them.”

The preliminary rounds took
place on Thursday and Friday.
Each competitor received a prelim-

inary round score. The top five in
each discipline advanced to the
finale, which took place on
Saturday in the covered arena and
was broadcast via livestream. Each
respective discipline competitor
competed separately in the finale,
and had their own test which ulti-
mately determined the Makeover
Champion. The crowd determined
the favorite by text message voting
on the final winner of the ten disci-
plines who received a $10,000
check and the title of America’s
Most Wanted Thoroughbred.

Sarah and Nicole plan on attend-
ing the 2018 Makeover with Noah
and a dapple gray named Pirate
Island who started out as a bit of a
challenge.

“Liam (Pirate Island) was a true
war horse,” said Sarah. “He raced
52 times over seven years. He had
two flap surgeries so his breathing
is quite different from others. He
came off the track in March 2017
and had a horrible attitude. Liam
would bite and cow kick; he didn’t
know how to be a horse. We would
turn him out and he would just
stand there like he didn’t know
what to do. Retraining him so far

has gone great, and he has issues
that I’ve learned how to work with.
Liam is a big grey, who is built
more like your typical
Thoroughbred. Noah is a plain and
short stocky bay. Noah jumps
quicker, so he has less air time.
Liam is the complete opposite.
They aren’t much alike except for
the fact that they are the two most
talented horses I’ve ever had.”

Sarah’s plans for her two prodi-
gies include developing their tal-
ents, and her own, for future horse
show this year and into 2019.

“This year I plan to show Noah
in 2’9” and 3 ft. hunters. Hopefully
we can go to some big away shows.
I would like to be able to do 3’6” in
2019 on him, I’ve never shown
over jumps that big. Everyone
thinks Noah can take me as far as I
want height and competition wise.
They are thinking the same with
Liam. I don’t know what I want to
achieve yet, hopefully I’ll figure
that out. As long as Noah and Liam
are happy and healthy we will go as
far as they are willing to go.”

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Not every conception ends in a
successful pregnancy. There

can be various reasons for preg-
nancy loss, and it pays to monitor
broodmares during pregnancy—to
make sure they are actually still
pregnant (especially in early preg-
nancy) and that everything is
going smoothly. 

Dr. Peter Sheerin, Nandi
Veterinary Associates, New
Freedom, Pennsylvania, usually
looks at mares 14 to 16 days after
they’ve ovulated or 15 to 17 days
after they were bred, to see if they
conceived. “We may check them
again a couple days later, depend-
ing on the situation and if there’s a
concern about twins. We want to
find those early, so we can elimi-
nate one of them,” he says.

“The next time a mare would be
examined would be somewhere
between 28 and 30 days gestation,
to check the pregnancy for a heart-
beat. This would be to make sure
the conceptus is continuing to
grow and that there is a heartbeat
present.”

Examinations after that would
depend on the client and veterinar-
ian’s preference. “When I prac-
ticed in Lexington, we checked
mares at 28 to 30 days, and then
again at 42 to 45 days, to make
sure that the fetus is doing the
things it should. If for some reason
the mare has lost the pregnancy by
that point, you could get a culture
on her to make sure that infection
wasn’t the cause. You may be for-
tunate enough that she lost it
before the endometrial cups
formed (which usually happens

around 36 days). If that’s the case,
you may have a chance to breed
her again during this breeding sea-
son,” he says.

In that situation, the mare
would be able to return to heat and
be bred, whereas if she lost the
pregnancy after the endometrial
cups formed and started producing
the hormones that keep her from
coming back into heat, you are
probably out of luck. The endome-
trial cups are the outgrowths on
the placenta that produce the
important hormone eCG in the
pregnant mare, which cause pro-
duction of accessory CL that keep
producing progesterone—which
protects the pregnancy by keeping
the mare from coming back into
heat. If the endometrial cups are
already formed and producing hor-
mone, the mare may enter a pseu-
do-pregnancy state which can last
up to 4 months.

“The next time we’d check a
mare is around 60 days gestation,
to make sure everything is going
according to schedule. This is also
the window (60 to 70 days) in
which we can detect the sex of the
fetus, if the client wishes.
Sometimes we check a mare again
at 90 days. It depends on the client
or the farm, and how much check-
ing they want to do. If the mare
looks good at 60 days, there’s not
a whole lot you’d check for again
at 90 days, other than to make sure
she has not lost the pregnancy, and
if she has, that she’s not dirty (no
infection),” he says.

“We check mares again at 150
days (5 months), which is typical-

ly when we start mares on their
vaccinations to protect against her-
pes (to prevent viral abortion). We
want to make sure they are preg-
nant before we start that vaccina-
tion schedule, because if by
chance they are no longer pregnant
we don’t want to waste money on
the vaccines. This stage (150 days)
is usually in the fall, which is
when mares on most farms are
moved around for where they will
spend the winter, based on which
group they fall into. The pregnant
mares usually go to one group and
the open mares to another.”

Those are the routine times to
check mares for pregnancy.
“Beyond that, any further monitor-
ing of pregnant mares is variable;
the client may weigh the cost ver-
sus the benefit. This may depend
on whether it’s a high risk mare. If
it’s a mare that has had placentitis
in the past, there’s a chance she
will have this problem again. In
that case, it would be beneficial to
examine her more frequently dur-
ing pregnancy—to make sure she
is maintaining the pregnancy and
that everything is normal,” he
says.

“What we monitor in that situa-
tion would be placental thickness
(via ultrasound). We also look for
edema in the placenta, and moni-
tor fetal fluids to see how much
gray material is floating around,”
says Sheerin.

“There has been some work
done, measuring progesterone and
total estrogens through pregnancy,
to see if these levels give an indi-
cation of impending fetal issues.

IMPORTANCE OF MONITORING PREGNANCY IN MARES

The thing we don’t yet know is how
frequently you’d need to do this, to
have meaningful results. So again,
it’s a cost-benefit question,” he
says.

“Some farms check all their
pregnancies monthly, by palpation
and ultrasound, to make sure that
things are ok. There are others that
check them at 14 and 18 days and if
the mare is pregnant they don’t
look at her again until it’s time to
foal,” he says.

A lot will depend on the age and
history of the mare, with the history
being most important. “A mare that
typically has not had problems in
the past usually does not need to be
examined as frequently as a mare
that has had problems. Her history
will tell you what the problems
were, and if it’s a placentitis there
is a chance that this would recur
and you’d want to address that as
soon as possible. In that case, more
exams would be worthwhile,” he
explains.

“If it’s a mare that had a dysto-
cia, this is usually just a chance
occurrence and not something that
you can change. You can check the
mares after 9 months of pregnancy,
however, to see if the fetus is in the
proper presentation—and will be
coming headfirst—or butt first.”
After a certain time, the fetus has
grown so large that it can no longer
move around freely in the uterus,
and won’t be able to change that
basic position. There is no room to
turn around.

“If the foal will be coming back-
ward, this would be a mare that
you’d obviously want to monitor
closely at foaling time,” says
Sheerin.

Some people worry about prog-
esterone deficiency causing early
embryonic loss. If the mare’s histo-

ry indicates that she may be at high-
er risk of losing the pregnancy or if
she had loss of pregnancy before,
the client often puts the mare on
progesterone supplementation. It’s
hard to prove whether or not this
helps. “In the mare, her CL will
produce progesterone initially, so
many people pull blood and evalu-
ate her progesterone level at the
time they do the first pregnancy
exam. If it’s low, they can treat the
mare at that point. After about 110
to 120 days of pregnancy, the pla-
centa starts to take over the job of
producing the progesterone,” he
says. 

“After that point, checking for
progesterone is a little dicey
because the placenta isn’t actually
producing progesterone. It pro-
duces progestin. Depending on the
lab you use for the test, your results
will vary. Some assays are more
specific for just progesterone, so if
you measured the levels of a preg-
nant mare later in gestation, the lev-
els will be low. There are other
assays that have more cross-reac-
tivity, so the test can pick up other
progestins. It may not pick up
100% of it, but can pick up some of
it, to say that it’s there. Those levels
will be a little higher. So it all
depends on the specificity of the
assay that the lab is using,” he
explains.

“This can be confusing, to try to
explain to the client, because you
have to discuss how the assay
works. If you are going to sample
the mare for progesterone or prog-
estin later in pregnancy, you need
to know the assay that the lab is
using, and if it has cross-reactivity
with other progestins. The only
way to know is to call the lab,” he
says.

Another form of monitoring

pregnant mares is simple observa-
tion, watching the mare, looking at
her udder and vulva. Some mares
will show signs of udder develop-
ment earlier than others, sometimes
too early. Others may not develop
much udder until right before they
foal, and can surprise you.

“The mare might have a vaginal
discharge, which could signal a
problem, but if you don’t pick up
her tail and look, you might miss
this clue. Depending on the situa-
tion and how the mares are housed,
it may be easy or not so easy to
check them closely, and the fre-
quency of those examinations will
vary from farm to farm.” The mares
may be in stalls or small paddocks
or out in a field somewhere.

“You can use the mare’s history
as a guideline as to how frequently
she should be checked. Even if the
mares are outside, whoever feeds
them will be seeing them every
day, and they should at least look at
the udders,” says Sheerin. You can
compare what a mare’s udder looks
like today compared to yesterday,
or last week.

“The person feeding them may
not pick up all their tails, but could
at least look at udders, to see if
there are any changes. If a mare
shows signs of development too
early, this would be an indication
that it would be a good idea to have
the veterinarian palpate and ultra-
sound her, to examine placental
thickness, fetal fluids, and pull
blood to evaluate progesterone and
total estrogen. After these assess-
ments the veterinarian can then
decide what therapy should be uti-
lized.” This moves into the realm of
a high risk pregnancy.

Tom and Gayle Benson's grade 3
winner Mo Tom has been retired
from racing and will enter stud this
year at Jay Adcock's Red River
Farm near Coushatta, for a fee of
$2,000 live foal..

A half brother to grade 1-placed
stakes winner Beautician and listed
stakes winner Bella Castani, Mo
Tom won or placed 10 times out of
19 starts. He won twice and placed
twice out of four starts at 2, which
included winning the Street Sense
Stakes and a third in the Kentucky
Jockey Club Stakes (G2). He
earned his stripes in a graded stakes
in his first start at 3 when he won
the Lecomte Stakes (G3). The colt
went on to place in the Veterans
Ford Risen Star Stakes (G2), finish
eighth in the Kentucky Derby, and
win the Ohio Derby.

“With our farm in Paris, Ky.,
and our sports teams in New
Orleans we keep a very busy sched-
ule, but when time allows we love
going to the track to see our horses
run. Our racing operation has had
great success on the track and we
could not be more proud of our
team and our trainers Tom Amoss,
Dallas Stewart, and Al Stall,” said
Gayle Benson, whose husband

owns New Orleans’ NFL Saints
and NBA Pelican sports teams. 

The Bensons sent Mo Tom  to
Red River Farm because they val-
ued Adcock's reputation as a suc-
cessful breeder, and because they
want to support the Louisiana- bred
program.

“We are very excited to get this
horse,” Adcock said. "He was a
serious horse at 3 and a legitimate
Kentucky Derby contender. He is a
good-looking, accomplished horse
with plenty of family. He'll get
every chance to be successful.”

The Bensons are retaining 20%
ownership of Mo Tom.

& Jody Huckabay), Big World has
earned $629,190 to date with a
record of 7 wins and 5 thirds from
13 starts including the 2017 G1 La
Troienne Stakes at Churchill
Downs and the G3 Tempted Stakes
at Aqueduct.   Her dam Tensas
Wedding Joy is an unraced daugh-
ter of Broken Vow. She is by
Custom For Carlos who is among
the leading sires in Louisiana as
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well as the top 15 third crop sires
currently standing in North
America. Custom For Carlos stands
at Clear Creek Stud in Folsom,
Louisiana for a 2018 fee of $3,500
Live Foal.

Louisiana breds continue to
improve in value on the national
sales stage. A full brother to Big
World Sold in March of this year
for $400,000 at Fasig Tipton
Gulfsteam, while a year ago, anoth-
er Louisiana bred, a colt by Curlin-
Moonlight Love sold for $350,000
at Keeneland September.

The Jockey Club
Releases 2017 Report of
Mares Bred Statistics

The Jockey Club has released
Report of Mares Bred (RMB) sta-
tistics for the 2017 breeding season.

Based on RMBs received through
October 17, 2017, The Jockey Club
reports that 1,342 stallions covered
31,863 mares in North America
during 2017.

Based upon historical reporting
trends, The Jockey Club estimates
an additional 2,000 to 3,000 mares
will be reported as bred during the
2017 breeding season.

The number of stallions declined
5.7% from the 1,423 reported at
this time in 2016, and the number
of mares bred decreased 5.6% from
the 33,746 reported last year. The
number of stallions covering 125 or
more mares decreased from 64 in
2016 to 60 in 2017.

Further book size analysis shows
a 3.3% decrease in the number of
mares bred to stallions with a book
size of 125 or more in 2017 when
compared to 2016 as reported at
this time last year; a 13.0%

decrease in mares bred to stallions
with a book size between 100 and
124; a 27.4% decrease in mares
bred to stallions with a book size
between 75 and 99; a 11.5%
decrease in mares bred to stallions
with a book size between 50 and
74; a 14.9% increase in mares bred
to stallions with a book size
between 25 and 49; and a 4.7%
decrease in mares bred to stallions
with a book size fewer than 25.

When comparing statistics based
on reports received through the
same day (October 17) from previ-
ous breeding seasons, the percent-
age of broodmares covered by large
book size (125 or more) stallions
increased from 19.3% in 2013 to
approximately 29% in 2015 where
it has remained over the past three
seasons.

He also owns stallions’ with Jay Adcock. Neal McFadden
and Nathan Granger. He owns shares in stallions
Songandaprayer as well as Redding Colliery and
Calibrochea. Jake also states he is a partnership with Nathan
Granger in the ownership of broodmares.

2. Michele Rodriguez – she owns shares in Equine Sales Of
Louisiana Sale Company; breeds mares to stallions owned
by other members of the board; she owns stallions with other
members of the board as well. She is the Director of
Louisiana Horse Rescue. She also states that she does busi-
ness with many members of the LTBA as does her son who
operates a public racing stable as a trainer.

3. Jim Montgomery – is a shareholder in Equine Sales of
Louisiana; he a member of the board of Equine Sales; owns
stallions as well as mares in partnership with Red River
Farm (Jay Adcock).

4. Linda McLellan – Occasionally does freelance photography
and design work for clients in the thoroughbred industry
including past and present board members.

5. Roger Heitzmann – his brother Eric trains a public stable.

His wife Kelly owns a few racing thoroughbreds and Roger
is a partner in breeding and selling mares and foals in KY.

6. Therese Arroyo – is the Treasurer as well as one of the direc-
tors of the LHRA.

7. Loretta Romero – co-owner of Romero Farm which does
business with members of the association. She is an owner-
breeder of Louisiana Breds and is the Vice President of the
Backstretch Benevolent Fund

8. Michelle Salvino – works part time as a clocker at the Fair
Grounds.

9. Rachel Gandy – has no conflicts to report
10.Beverly Mayard – is in a relationship with one of the

Stewards at the Fair Grounds.
With the completion of stating possible conflicts Warren moved to
the presentation of the 990 Tax Return.

The board noted that everyone had a draft copy of the 990 tax
return. Roger Heitzmann then proceeded to go over the return
pointing out some of the numbers they might be interested in.
Upon completion Charlotte motioned that the Board of Directors
accept the 990 Tax Return as presented. The motion was seconded
by Jake Delhomme, which was voted on and passed unanimously.

Discussion then took place on the entire micro-chipping process
and possible effects on the industry, both good and bad.

Discussion took place on race dates for Louisiana Downs for
2018 as well as the turf course at Evangeline Downs.

Warren informed the board on the condition of our building at
Louisiana Downs and the possibility of replacing it next year.
Discussion followed.

Membership & Nominating: Charlotte Clavier – Chairperson
Charlotte informed the Board that at the next Board meeting she

will have a list of members as of a date prior to the meeting for the
board to inspect if they feel the need to do so.

Warren opens the floor to our guests. Alan Peltier asked if there
was any movement here in Louisiana following the case in New
Jersey to bring in sports betting to the racetracks. He felt the down
side to us would be if other states received it could hinder our pro-
gram.

Charlotte responded that sports’ betting is not legal in the State of
Louisiana. It would have to be legalized in the state before we
could move forward to get it at the racetracks. Roger informed the
board and the guests at the meeting that the Governor is a friend
of the horsemen and is aware that we would like to be a part of
new gaming in the state if allowed. He understands that new gam-
ing would affect the industry.

The new claiming rule in Louisiana was discussed.

Michele Rodriguez asked about the possibility of new members
named by the Governor to the Racing Commission have some
horse racing background. Brett Brinkman expressed we also look
into the gaming board and if we could have a word in that area as
well. Discussion took place.

Pam Stephenson asked if there would be any additional cuts to
breeders in the near future. Roger Heitzmann explained the finan-
cial status we are in and he does not foresee any to changes to the
payment of breeders awards in the near future. He explained the
difficulty of the projection with the uncertainty of the race dates at
Louisiana Downs. He feels certain that adjustments made by the
board are helping us greatly and that we have a couple of other
possible cuts that they can make before we would move back to
breeders awards. He expressed that finishing in the black would
not be a bad thing. We haven’t been in the black in many years.

Brett Brinkman asked about the status of Video Poker money.
Roger with the help of Tom Early explained the old method of cal-
culating and making payments to the tracks and the new method
forced on by the state to which we operate now. Racetracks are
now being pain in arrears which makes it difficult on them. We
will continue to make the process easier that what it now has come
to.

Roger informed the Board of the estimated percentage to be paid
on out of state awards and stating that the slight drop is due to
more Louisiana Breds winning out of state.

Jake Delhomme stated that he really didn’t see a big difference
from the time that we paid 22% to the 18% we now pay due to the
number of starts you can now receive. With a smaller number of

horses we are making more starts and not waiting on races as
often.

Warren explained to the board a meeting he had with the
Louisiana Quarter Horse Breeders Association and the possibility
to propose table gaming. Warren informed the board that if we
perused this road the LQBA would be asking for 50% of any
horsemen’s take. He informed the board that he would not be
happy with that outcome. Nothing was decided but that we are
willing to listen. Discussion then took place on our position with
new gaming and the possibility of risking what we have. 

Tom Early called for an Executive Session. Jake Delhomme sec-
onded the motion, which was voted on and passed unanimously.

Michele made a motion to exit Executive Session. Charlotte
Clavier seconded the motion, which was voted on and passed
unanimously.

While in Executive Session, Charlotte Clavier made a motion that
the 2016 foal out of the mare Tessitura by the stallion Astrology
not be listed as an accredited Louisiana bred due to rule violation.
This motion was seconded by Tom Early, which was voted on and
passed. Eddie Guidry and Michele Rodriguez voted in opposition. 

Warren stated that the other two matters concerning accreditation
will be tabled to the next meeting. Roger was instructed to forward
letters to Andre Delahoussaye, Curtis Clark, and Israel Flores
requesting their presence at the next Board Meeting to offer infor-
mation on their requests.

Jake Delhomme made a motion to adjourn. This motion was sec-
onded by Charlotte Clavier, which was voted on and passed unan-
imously.
